A note has been stuck to the inside of the lid stating 'My Dear Emily, I think I shall no use for this little chest
at Hutterworth. I will give it to you if you like to have it. Your affectionate Aunt Anne Footner'. Although it is
unlikely we will find the history of the original owner of this box it is a useful piece for storage. Early 19th
Century.
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
