The hand
written label is difficult to read but probably states that the box was 'A Present For Edward G Cindreus (or
possibly Cindrew) Given By Andrew Bird (?) March 1 1884".

China Trade Trunks were made in a number of graduated sizes but this is one of the smallest we have
seen. Dated 1884.
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
